The project is an initiative to design a website that
helps women identify not only physical violence
but also psychological abuse, empowering them to
protect themselves from such forms of violence.

This project highlights the often silent and
concealed nature of psychological abuse, which
can make it easy for women to recognize.




Psychological abuse is a widespread issue among
women globally. Estimates published by the WHO
indicate that approximately 1 in 3 (30%) of
women worldwide has experienced physical
and/or sexual intimate partner violence or non-
partner sexual violence during their lifetime.
